1. Presentacién

Zonas Aridas Zonas Aridas publica una vez al afio articulos referentes a
los diversos aspectos de las zonas aridas y semiaridas a nivel mundial, con
la finalidad de contribuir al mejor conocimiento de sus componentes
naturales y sociales, y al manejo adecuado de sus recursos. Se aceptan
contribuciones en aspectos teoéricos y aplicados en: Botanica, Zoologia,
Ecologia, Etnobiologia, Paleobiologia, Antropologia, Arqueologia, Geologia,
Hidrologia, Forestales, Agricultura, Climatologia, Arquitectura de estos
ecosistemas asi como; proyectos de conservacion, desarrollo, cambio
climatico, educacion y material legal, cultural e historico referidos a zonas
aridas. Esta Revista se inicio en 1982 y tiene las siguientes secciones:
Editorial, Articulos cientificos, Revisiones y Notas Técnicas o Informativas.
No se cobran gastos de publicacion. Las opiniones expresadas en esta
revista son responsabilidad exclusiva de los autores.

Los manuscritos seran evaluados anénimamente de acuerdo a los criterios
de nuestra politica editorial.

2. Revisién y apreciacion global

Los editores jefe hacen una apreciacion inicial de cada manuscrito. Si el
tema y tratamiento parecen potencialmente apropiados para la revista, el
manuscrito se asigna a un editor asociado que vigila el proceso de la
revision. Una vez que el proceso de la revision se ha completado, el editor
asociado recomienda la aceptacion, revision, o rechazo de su manuscrito.
La decision final recae en el Editor-Jefe en un proceso a ciegas (no se dice
a los autores quién revisG su manuscrito y no se dice a los revisores quién
escribié el manuscrito). Los revisores soélo seran informados de la identidad
de los autores después de que el manuscrito o se acepta o se rechaza. Los
manuscritos se mandan electronicamente para la revision, y toda la
correspondencia tiene lugar via el correo electrénico.

3. Pautas para editores

Si usted es un Editor-Jefe sus responsabilidades son las siguientes:
» Sefalar si el tema de un manuscrito es potencialmente
apropiado para la Revista Zonas Aridas.
= Asignar el manuscrito a un editor asociado que vigile el
proceso de la revision.
= Asignar revisores para el manuscrito.
= Velar por todo el proceso de publicacién.
Si usted es un editor asociado sus responsabilidades son las siguientes:
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= Leer el manuscrito.

» Determinar si el manuscrito es digno de revision y decidir
cuantas revisiones se requieren (entre 2 y 3).

» Recibir y leer las revisiones sometidas.

= Someter la recomendacion editorial al Editor — Jefe.

» Notificar por el correo electronico de cualquier cambio al
estado del manuscrito (por ejemplo someter nuevamente y la
decision editorial etc.).

4. Pautas pararevisores

El sistema de revisibn se hard via electrénica mediante una Hoja de
Arbitraje. Por favor no distribuya el manuscrito. Si usted considera oportuno
sugerir un colega adicional para su revision, proporcione su nombre y
direccion electronica de contacto para considerarlo dentro de los revisores.
Su revisidbn y recomendacion seran enviadas al autor por lo que la
devolucion del mismo sera via electronica dentro de un maximo de 15 dias.
Si Ud. considera que no podra hacer la devolucién del manuscrito con sus
correcciones y sugerencias dentro del plazo establecido pedira una
extension o notificara a la revista una fecha para completar la revision.

En los comentarios al manuscrito incluya la siguiente informacion: ¢ Cual es
la mayor contribucion del articulo? ¢Cuédles son sus fortalezas y
debilidades, y su conveniencia para la publicacion? Por favor incluya
comentarios generales y especificos que afecten estas preguntas, y dé
énfasis a sus comentarios puntuales mas significantes.

Comentarios generales mas significantes: La importancia e interés a los
lectores de esta revista, grado de originalidad y de interés cientifico y si las
conclusiones son apoyadas por los datos o informacion proporcionada.

Comentarios especificos: sus comentarios generales tienen una evidencia
especifica.

Nota: Después de que usted ha sometido un manuscrito recibira un
mensaje confirmando su recepcion.
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Editorial policy

1. Introduction

Zonas Aridas publishes original articles referred to diverse issues of the
arid and semi-arid lands to contribute to a better understanding and rational
management of its resources. Subjects considered are Botany, Zoology
Ecology, Ethnobiology, Paleobiology, Anthropology, Archaeology, Geology,
Hydrology, Forestry, Agriculture, Climatology and Architecture of these
ecosystems, as well as theoretical or applied ecology, conservation or
education projects, and legal, cultural and historical aspects. Preference will
be given to papers that includes the presentation and discussion of original
research or to those containing a significant review and novelty
interpretations. This journal was founded in 1982 and it is published
annually. The general types of manuscripts requested are: editorial,
research articles, reviews and technical or informative notes. Most articles
are in Spanish. However, the editors also consider contributions in English
or Portuguese that includes an abstract in Spanish. Zonas Aridas has no
page charges. Opinions and conclusions expressed in this journal are the
solely responsibility of the contributing author (s).

2. Editing and reviewing overview

The Editor-in-Chief makes an initial appraisal of each manuscript. If the topic
and treatment seem potentially appropriate for the journal, the manuscript is
assigned to an associate (or subject-matter) editor who oversees the review
process. Once the review process has been completed, the associate editor
recommends acceptance, revision, or rejection of the manuscript. The final
decision is made by the Editor-in-Chief. It has a "double blind" review
process: authors are not told who reviewed their paper and reviewers are
not told who wrote the paper. If they wish, peer reviewers are informed of
the identity of the authors after the manuscript is either accepted or rejected.
After a decision is reached, a reviewer is free to contact the authors privately
about the manuscript. Manuscripts are sent out for review electronically, and
all correspondence takes place via e-mail.

3. Guidelines for editors
The responsibilities of Editor-in-Chief are outlined below:
= To determine if the topic of a manuscript seems potentially
appropriate for Zonas Aridas.
» To assign the manuscript to an associate editor to oversee the
review process.
»= To assign reviewers.
» Helps to ensure a quick review process.
If you are an associate editor your responsibilities are outlined below:
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= To read the manuscript.
» To determine whether a manuscript is worthy of review (see
guidelines).

» To decide how many reviews are required (between 2 and 3).

» To receive and read submitted reviews.

» To submit editorial recommendation to the Editor-in-Chief
You will be notified by email of any changes to the manuscript's status (e.g.
a resubmission, editorial decision, etc.).

4. Guidelines for reviewers

A form for submitting your review is provided on the attached form. This
manuscript is a privileged communication. Please do not show it to anyone
or discuss it, except to have assistance with a technical point. If you feel a
colleague is qualified to review the paper with you, do not pass the
manuscript on to that person without first requesting permission to do so and
send us the electronic address to contact to that person. Your review and
your recommendation should also be considered confidential. Because of
time fairness to the author(s), you should return your review within 15 days.
If it seems likely that you will be unable to meet this deadline, please request
an extension or specified time to send it. Please mention this issue in the
"Comments to the editor" section at the beginning of your review. Comments
for the author(s): What is the major contribution of the paper? What are its
major strengths and weaknesses, and its suitability for publication? Please
include both general and specific comments bearing on these questions,
and emphasize your most significant points.

General Comments: Importance and interest to this journal's readers,
scientific soundness, originality, degree to which conclusions are supported
by the data.

Specific Comments: Support your general comments with specific evidence.

Note: After you have submitted a manuscript you will receive a message
confirming its reception.
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
